“The theme for the 2019 Bishop of Southwark’s Lent Call is "I came that they may have life and have it
abundantly” (John 10.10b). As you and your parish prepare for Lent and look forward to Easter, I
commend to your prayers the projects and peoples that we are supporting this year. I am glad to be able
to continue the tradition of the Bishop’s Lent Call here in the Diocese of Southwark. We have been
supporting work here and around the world through the Lent call for over 20 years now and last year we
were able to give grants of over £92,000 to work in the Holy Land, Zimbabwe and in our own Diocese.
